Procedure for applying for the Scholarship: 
 Complete the Johnson Bible College Financial Aid Application 
 Complete this T.E.S.O.L. Specialty Scholarship Application 
 Complete a 500-1000 word essay on the subject: “How and Why I Have 

Come to Desire to Serve Christ in a Cross-Cultural English-Teaching 
Context.”  Include information about your exposure to cross-cultural 
environments and your ministry experience (tutoring, mission trips, foreign 
travel, experiences with internationals, foreign-language skills, work with 
“home missions,” etc.) 

 Have a supervisor (youth leader, mission team supervisor, advisor, minister, 
elder, mission director, etc.) submit a letter describing your Christian 
character, ministry experience and performance, and potential as a 
successful cross-cultural teacher of English to speakers of other languages.  
Be sure that the person explains the experience(s) upon which the 
information is based.
